QUANTEC PRO SYSTEM WIRING OVERVIEW

GENERAL WIRING RULES

Quantec PRO utilises a unique data protocol that works down just two wires.

All system wiring is made in a ‘Spine’ and ‘Limb’ configuration, using network splitters.

Distribute splitters evenly throughout the site and locate at an accessible height.

A maximum of 255 addressable devices can be connected on a Quantec PRO system.
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If slave overdoor lights are fitted in corridors, good
practice is to loop the network in and out of the
overdoor lights and then spur off into the relevant
addressable call point inside the room.
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
